BOY S60UTS CLEAN
. THEIR OWN LITTER

: Two Thousand Youngsters,
- After Rally, Leave Park Mead-

ows as They Found Them.

FIVETHOUSAND SPECTATORS

Cablegrams Exchanged with Queens
Rally of 10,000 Boy Scouts
in London.

The boys who took part in the third
annual rally of the New York Council
of Boy Scouts of America in Central
Park vesterday set a fine exampie of
how to keep a park clean.

As is their custom when they use a
"public place for meeting or drilling,
they ended their exercises by forming a
line, sweeping across the meadows, and
picking up every scrap of paper and
trash, It took only five minutes, aund
when it was done the park was as clean
28 when they began their drill.

Nearly 2,000 youngsters, including
more than 600 visiting troops from up-
State, Pennsvlvania, New Jersey, and
Connecticut, were on the field, all in
¥haki uniform. In spirit and appear-
gnce, they resembled a diminutive army
of regulars, but the Boy Scouts, who
assume only such military viritues as
honor, patriotlsm, and ohedience, with
their drill poles and other accessories,
Gid a lot of things that Uncle Sam's
goldiers are not required to do.

Their movements and contests were
- witnessed by more than 35,000 spec-
tators, for the most part mothers,
fothers, and relatives, occupving park
benches on all sides of the field. Their
svolutions were watched also by local
\end national Secout officials from a
grand stand in the centre of the
meadow.

The various Scout organizations were
asserubled a little after noon in the
Seventh Regiment Armory, Park Ave-
nue and Sixty-sixtn Street, and parad-
ed from there to the Central Park
Meadow.

The 2,000 Scouts were organized in
four divisions, each designated by sep-
arate colors. The first divisior was
commanded by Deputy Scout Commis-
sioner A. C. Charles, the second by Dep-

uty Scout Commissioner Pirie McDon-
ald of Norwalk, Conn.; the third by
Deputy Scout Commissioner Jules
Dierckx, ané the fourth by Deputy
SBcout Commissioner A. T. Newmar.
They completely surrounded the review-
ing stand, and then formed about it in
a2 huge square, each division making a
side. They were in that position when
the chief trumpeter in the stand sound-
ed “First Call ” and brought the, scores
of Scoutmasters from their troops to
the grand stand, where they received
instructions for the afternoon’s events
from_ ‘Scout Commissioner Lorillard
Spencer.

In"the grand stard with Commissioner
Spencer were Colin H. Livingstane,
Vice President of the American Nation-
gl RBank of Washington, D. C., Presi-
dent of the National Council of Boy
Scouts: James E. West, Chief Scout
Ervecutive; Samuel A. Mofatt, National
Field Scout Commissioner; Frederick
A. Cooke, Jr., Secretary of the Com-
mittee on Scout Equipment; F. W. At-
Kin. Scout Commissioner of Dayton,
Ohio; Dr. Frits Holm, Alajor in the
Danish Army, and Special Field Scout
Commissione:s Capt. Watson, U. S. A_;
Farher Francis X. Sullivan, Spiritusal
- Adviser of the Catholic Boy Scouts in
America, by appointment of the Pope;
.Park Commissioner Cabot Ward, and
Pr. Charles G. Pease, President of the

While formed in the square about
the grandstand the Scouts broke
ranks and started the performances
with which they entertained their
elders until nearly dark. At a bugle
call they changed to opposite sides
of the field. swhere they began their
performances all over again.

One feature in which the spectators
were particularly interested was a
field wireless apparatus, built and
operated by Scout Troops 155 and
177. St. Maryv's, Staten Island. Under
command of Scoutmaster E. Elmore-
Smith, the Staten Island lads ran to

- from which it soon appeared that
wireless antennae were supported.

Other members unwrapped dry bat-
teries, connected them with minia-
ture sending =and receiving instru-
ments za2nd sent wireless messages
back and forth across the meadow to
the great delight of the crowd.

Scout Troop 133, with headguarters
at Fifty-fourth Street, between First
and Second Avenues, gave a fine
show of signaling with flags. This
trcop was commanded by Scoutmaster
Fred Reinach. i

How to scale ladders and carry
wounded comrades was shown by
Troop 478. Twenty-sixth Street, be-
tween First and Second Avenues,
commanded by Scoutmaster Samuel
Stewart. i

One of the newest organizations was
the Greek Bov Scouts, commanded by
Major P. Sioris, who was an olficer
of the Red Coat Regiment of the Greek
Army, and fought with it In the war
against the Turks in 1897. in the Bal-
kan War in 1912, and in the war against
the Bulgarians in 1913. The Greek Boy
Scouts already number forty-seven,
though organized only & month ago,
under the auspices of the Greek Ortho-
dox Church.
